We are excited to share that Year 4 will be visiting Winchester Science Centre on 

Thursday 26th March. Our visit will include a variety of exhibitions designed to immerse 

children in the world of science, including an exciting sensory workshop: Solid, Liquid, 

Squish! 

The workshop is designed to enable children to explore why different states behave the 

way they do. They will work to bring the properties of matter to life by seeing and feeling 

them in action, while having a lot of fun. 

We will travel to the venue by coach which will leave the school site promptly at 9am and 

return at approximately 3.10pm, in time for collection as normal from classroom doors. 

The cost per pupil of this trip, including the cost of travel is £23.40 per child. If your child is 

currently in receipt of pupil premium funding and you require support with payment, please 

contact the school office for additional information.

On the day, all children will need to bring a packed lunch and a filled water bottle. We ask 

that children are dressed in their normal school uniform for the trip.
